The first group of students in Art for 2017 have now finished their classes. 

The students explored the life and work of famous Australian artist, Sir Sidney Nolan and the life of bushranger, Ned 

Kelly. 

Sir Sidney Robert Nolan, (22 April 1917 ï 28 November 1992) was one of Australia's leading artists of the 20th      

century. His artworks are among the most diverse and prolific in all of modern art.  

Nolan is best known for his series of paintings on legends from Australian history, most famously Ned Kelly, the 

bushranger and outlaw. Nolan's stylised depiction of Kelly's armour has become an icon of Australian art. 

Students enjoyed hearing of Ned Kellyôs life as a bushranger, whilst watching a documentary on the Australian icon. 

They created their very own ñWantedò poster, and sculpted Ned Kelly from clay. 

Students observed and discussed many of Sidney Nolanôs artworks, especially his Ned Kelly series. 

They recreated one of his paintings using water colors and also drew their own version of Ned Kelly in a similar style 

to Sidney Nolan. 

I encourage you to take your child to see 

Kellyôs armour in the State Library and 

visit Heide, Museum of Modern Art, in 

Bulleen, to see a collection of Nolanôs
